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Fitting over a thousand limericks onto a single sheet of paper is pretty impressive. But that’s nothing compared to the French writer Raymond Queneau’s 1961 book Cent mille milliards de poèmes. He did what we’ve done here, except with ten sonnets of fourteen lines. That gives a possible , or 100 trillion poems.
I hope you enjoy these limericks. If you’d like to find out more about the fascinating links between mathematics and literature, you might like to check out my book Once Upon a Prime.

But in addition, I’ve carefully designed them so that corresponding lines across the poems rhyme as well – a three-dimensional rhyme scheme! You can make new poems by picking any of the first lines, followed by any of the second lines, and so on.
